


Reventon Classic Snooker Tournament Playing Condi�ons 

1. The Championship will be conducted under Australian Billiards and Snooker Council Playing Condi-
�ons, and all ma!ers pertaining to Players' Code of Conduct will be adhered to.  

2. For events where online entry or payment on the day is permi!ed, players are deemed to have ac-
cepted the condi�ons on the entry form when they submit their entry fee. 

3. Format of the tournament is round-robin, across several venues, with 32 players qualifying for the 
knock-out stage. Seeding will be at the discre�on of the organizing commi!ee, with Interna�onal 
players inserted where deemed appropriate among the Australian snooker rankings. 

4. Knock-out matches will be best of 5 frames. Quarter-finals, Semi-finals and Final best of 7 frames. 

5. Players who do not reach the last 32 of the main event are invited to compete in the plate event, 
played at the Brunswick club on Sunday 9th June (all plate matches best of 3). 

6. Championship Dress Code is required: Long sleeve predominately plain coloured shirts bu!oned at 
the wrist, bow �es and dark colour dress pants and shoes must be worn for all games. Waistcoat 
is required from the quarter-final stage onwards. Failure to comply with these condi�ons will re-
sult in forfeiture of the game. The tournament director may vary this dress code in extreme cir-
cumstances. 

7. The round robin matches are refereed by the players, with a roving referee available to rule on dis-
putes. Qualified referees are provided for all knock-out matches. 

8. Matches will be roll-on/roll-off. All players are to be ready to play when their match is called. The 
following rules apply to a player or players not ready to commence their match when called: 

9. A?er 5 minutes a player not present will forfeit one frame. A?er 15 minutes the player will forfeit 
the match. The tournament director may vary this rule in excep�onal circumstances beyond a 
player’s control. 

10. Losing quarter-finalists and semi-finalists MUST a!end the presenta�on a?er the final. Failure to 
do so will result in a $150 penalty from the prize winnings—to go towards next year’s event. 

11. The Entry Form cons�tutes part of the Condi�ons of Entry.  

12. The Tournament Director has absolute discre�on to vary these condi�ons when circumstances 

dictate and to make decisions on any ma!er not covered by these rules.

PRIZE MONEY 
All prize money will be paid in cash at the presenta�on ceremony at the conclusion of each 

event, (quarter-finalists and beyond must a!end—those who do not a!end the presenta�on 

ceremony will be fined $150 from their prize money) 

Winner $10000, Runner-up $4000, losing Semi-finalists $1500, losing Quarter-finalists $800, last 

16 $400, high break (100 minimum) $500, $100 for every century break, $5000 for the first 147,  

$5000 bonus if the winner does not drop a frame through the en�re event.  

Plate Event (free entry): winner $1000, runner-up $400, losing semi-finalists $200,  

Plate high break (70 minimum) $100. Novelty Event $200. 

PLAYER REFEREE DUTIES 
 

Players will referee their own matches on the round robin day (played across several 
venues), with roving referees supplied. All knock-out matches will have referees sup-

plied. (The plate event will be self-refereed by the players, but a roving referee will be 

available to resolve disputes).
